Planning and Landscape are 
working hard to forge links 
with Chinese Universities, 
following a recent trip to 
China several opportunities 
have emerged, read on for 
further details. 

Dr Graham Tipple, Reader in 
Housing Policy & 
Development, has been 
appointed as a Visiting 
Professor at Wuhan 
University, Hubei Province, 
China. 

In September, Dr Tipple 
carried out his visiting duties 
accompanied by PhD student, 
Ying Chang who acted as 
interpreter and enabler.  Dr 
Tipple conducted a series of 
lectures and seminars mainly 
with first year postgraduates 
in Architecture and Planning.  
This included a short project 
to write a proposal for 
funding for research in an

He also visited and 
gave lectures at the 
Geographical Science and 
Natural Resources Research, 
Chinese Academy of Science;

Rose Gilroy, Senior Lecturer 
in Planning, with grant aid 
from the Humanities and 
Social Sciences Faculty 
research funds, was in Wuhan 
for 2 weeks exploring quality 
of life issues for older people 
living in neighbourhoods 
threatened with demolition.  
The main task was to frame 
the questionnaire that might 
be piloted after her visit was 
completed.  In order to frame 
the questionnaire Rose 
conducted two focus groups, 
participant observations and 
informal discussions with 
groups of older people in 
neighbourhoods.   This 
questionnaire is being piloted 
in October with 150 older 
people in 10 targeted 
neighbourhoods and will 
hopefully be the foundation 
stone for a more substantive 
piece of research.  In the 
spirit of reciprocity for the 
generous time and support 
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of Professor Zhou, Rose gave a series of 
lectures on older people and quality of 
life issues. 

Shadowing Dr Tipple, Dr Andrew Law, 
Lecturer in Town Planning, went to 
China in September with three main 
goals.  Firstly, acting as a representative 
for the School of Architecture, Planning 
and Landscape, Dr Law gave lectures on 
the School, the University and 
Newcastle itself to various student 
ƎǊƻǳǇǎ ŀǘ ¦ƴƛǾŜǊǎƛǘƛŜǎ ƛƴ ·ƛΩŀƴ ŀƴŘ 
Wuhan.  Moreover, and in partnership 
with Dr Tipple, Rose Gilroy and Ying 
Chang, Dr Law sought to help build 
research and teaching links with these 
Universities and Newcastle.  As well as 
this representative role, Dr Law also 
conducted a series of lectures on the 
results of a 3 year AHRC Mock Tudor 
project he conducted with Professor 
Andrew Ballantyne at Newcastle 
University.  Since Mock Tudor is 
becoming an increasingly popular 
suburban middle class housing style in 
urban China, Dr Law gave lectures on 
this topic to the Department of 
Architecture and Sociology at Wuhan 
University.  Finally, as well as 
conducting these different lectures Dr 
Law engaged in a great deal of new 
research on a series of suburban

has been particularly fascinated by the
