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At Westlea Primary School, we helped pilot and 
establish The Creativity Wheel.  We were 
interested in the self-assessment and reflection 
opportunitiesit would provide for our children.  
We introduce the wheel to our children in Year 2, 
and it is used throughout Key Stage 2.  We found 
that it was not developmentally appropriate for 
EYFS and Y1 children. 

We have since devised our class «skills¬which we 
discuss and review daily in Class 1, using some 
P4Ctechniques, and hope to introduce them into 
Year 1.  We have based these «skills¬on the 
«Barriers to Learning¬identified by the C4L 
group.
