	‘OMIG does OMICS’ A residential meeting (1.5 days / 2 nights) in a similar format to that previously held at Gregynog, Wales is currently being organised for 10th to 12th  November 2010. 
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This year’s meeting will differ slightly to the last one (Nov 2007). We intend to have a programme focused on current research in “omics” and indeed meta “omics” as well as a dedicated session for post-graduate student presentations (replacing the poster session). 
If you are a post-graduate member please consider submitting a title and abstract (c250 words) on your PhD studies (not necessarily “omics”) for a 15 minute presentation.  The OMIG committee will select 8 students to present and will pay for their registration and full board at the meeting. If you are a supervisor of a PhD student please consider encouraging your students to join OMIG (membership is free for students) and submit an abstract. A programme and details regarding registration will follow soon. The estimated registration fee will be £280 and this will include full board (all meals) and accommodation for 2 nights.


REVISED SYSTEM FOR COLLECTION OF FEES Following extensive recent discussions between the OMIG Management Committee, BSDOR and IADR, the following revised system for collection of OMIG membership fees will come into operation with immediate effect:

1. IADR members pay $8/year to IADR to join the British Division of Microbiology and Immunology (BDMI) - this is done at the time of renewal of their IADR membership. BDMI is the recognised IADR name for OMIG – we are hoping to have this changed to BDMI (OMIG) as it was once previously called, to avoid any future confusion. 

2. Non-IADR members pay £10/year by standing order directly to OMIG. This system gives a 50% membership fee reduction to IADR members compared to non-members, and this will benefit the majority of members. If you have already paid your membership fee for this year, the changes will take effect at your next renewal date. 

Membership remains free to post-graduate students, who can continue to join

directly via OMIG as previously.
