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NEWCASTLE UNIVERSITY INTERNATIONAL POSTGRADUATE SCHOLARSHIPS
2010-11
The University offers a large number of partial scholarship awards to encourage well-qualified graduates, who have been assessed as international for fees purposes, to undertake postgraduate study at Newcastle.  Each award is worth £1,500 per year payable into the student’s tuition fee account for the normal duration of the degree programme.  For entry in the 2010-11 academic year more than 100 awards will be available.

REGULATIONS

1. Applications must be made on the Newcastle University International Postgraduate Scholarship (NUIPS) application form. Candidates will receive an e-mail acknowledgement that their application has been received and will be notified whether their application has been successful.  Students may only apply for a scholarship after they have been offered a place to study on their chosen degree programme and have been assessed as international for fees purposes.  UK students and EU students assessed as ‘home’ for fees purposes are not eligible to apply.  The first closing date for applications is the 29th of January 2010 & the second & final closing date is the 21st of May 2010.
2. To be eligible candidates must register at Newcastle University in the 2010-11 academic year for a postgraduate degree course which they have not already begun at the time of the award.  Awards cannot be made retrospectively.  (Please see regulations for International Family Discounts (IFD) for awards available to relatives of students/graduates.)

3. Students applying for part-time study are eligible to apply for this scholarship and, if successful, will receive the scholarship at the appropriate pro-rata rate.

4. Candidates must be wholly or partially self-financing and can be a national of or resident in any country,         provided they are assessed as international for fees purposes.  A NUIPS award cannot be held concurrently with a fully-funded scholarship such as a Chevening Scholarship, an award held under the Commonwealth Scholarship and Fellowship Plan or full sponsorship.  Applicants must state on the NUIPS application whether they have applied for or have been awarded any fully-funded scholarship/sponsorship and immediately inform Student Financial Support of the award of any fully-funded scholarship/sponsorship after the NUIPS application has been submitted.  A fully-funded scholarship or full sponsorship covers fees and a maintenance allowance.  Any student in breach of this regulation will have further NUIPS payments suspended and the University may seek to recover any or all previous payments.
5. The University will allocate scholarships based on its strategic geographical priorities, its wish to support particular academic disciplines or international partnerships and the availability of matching funding.  The University’s International Scholarships Committee, chaired by the Pro-Vice-Chancellor (Teaching and Learning), will consider each individual application solely on its academic merit and award scholarships on that basis.

6. Each scholarship award will be tenable for the normal duration of the programme, up to a maximum of three years for full-time postgraduate research students and four years in the case of students studying for an Integrated PhD, subject to annual review.  Renewal will be conditional upon satisfactory academic progress by the scholarship holder.  The scholarship is no longer valid if or when a student pays writing-up fees or if a student ceases to pay international fees.
7. The value of the scholarship will normally be £1,500 and be credited to the student’s tuition fee account.

8. In any academic year, a student may only hold one scholarship or discount award funded, wholly or partially,        by the University and administered by Student Financial Support.  A student cannot hold a NUIPS and an IFD             at the same time.  If a student is offered more than one central university award, the one most appropriate to the student’s circumstances will then be selected.  A school or faculty award may be held in conjunction with a central university award.
9. The University reserves the right to vary all or any scholarship and discount awards at its sole discretion.
