ECLS Bursary Applications
Eligibility
The School is able to offer a limited number of bursaries each year. In order to be eligible to apply, you need to fulfil the following conditions:
· You are or intending to be a full- or part-time research student in ECLS.
· You have had no previous funding from the School.
· You are not sponsored by your university, school, government or other outside agency.
· You provide a case for support, detailing the reasons why you should be eligible.
· Your case for support is in line with the School research strategy (add link).
· You have tried to obtain financial support from other sources.
· You have obtained support from your Supervisor, prospective Supervisor or 
Degree Programme Director.
· If you are a current student, you have provided a copy of your last Progress 
Report.

Level of support 
We offer two levels of support and these sums are non-negotiable. Once a bursary has been awarded, it is offered for the duration of the full-fee paying part of your degree:
Moderate:	£1,500 per annum (pro rata for part-time students)
Strong:	£3,000 per annum (pro rata for part-time students)

Criteria
Your case for support will be judged by the Postgraduate Research Committee against the following criteria.  If you are successful you will be offered either moderate or strong support.  If you are unsuccessful, you will be permitted to apply again the following academic year and will receive feedback from the Chair of the PGR Committee, PGR Director Dr Steve Walsh.

· Strength, clarity and feasibility of your research project.
· Evidence of previous high levels of academic achievement within ECLS.
· Evidence that your research project supports the School research strategy.
· Evidence of progress to date.
· Evidence of financial hardship.
· Evidence that the bursary is needed in order to enable completion of your programme.
· Evidence that other sources of financial support have been exhausted.
· Evidence to show how the bursary will be used.
