Chiara Tornaghi will set up a comparative action-research activity on the social impact of participatory art within urban regeneration and place-making initiatives in Newcastle-Gateshead, Ghent (Belgium) and Turin (Italy). 

The research, whose first and second phase have already been financed (and concluded) by the Italian unit above, is structured in three main parts: the first is an overview of the institutional frameworks and the plethora of art-based projects in the three urban contexts which are supported by or embedded in these frameworks. The second stage is the selection and description of one particular case of urban regeneration in each city. The third one consists in bringing to a roundtable researchers, decision makers and stakeholders that have been contacted and interviewed in the previous phases. Working on the research material already collected the fellowship would finance the activities related to coordination and meetings necessary to bring more than 20 people to a series of roundtables. 

The purpose is to act within the research field in a reflexive way, as a mediator, shifting the usual unidirectional information flow (from the interviewed to the researcher) towards a multidirectional model. 

This would purposely affect the context and activate communication processes committed to bridge the gaps between different kinds of knowledge, working practice and communication among actors, trying to build a coordinated action plan for the chosen regeneration case. The outcomes of the action-research would be finally presented in a public meeting.
