The Project Manager will provide management, general oversight and direction for the MRC/ABPI Immunology and Inflammation Initiative (III) consortium. 
The consortium comprises 12 academic groups and more than 20 industrial partners. It has been funded by the Medical Research Council to develop a deeper understanding of rheumatoid arthritis (RA), in particular its dysregulated immunology.  A central aspect of the initiative is an inception cohort of 420 patients with RA who will be followed over a period of 18 months with regular sampling and analysis of biological materials. The release of funding by the MRC (£3.5m over 4 years) is milestone-dependent and a major responsibility of the Project Manager will be to ensure that milestones are attained in line with the consortium plan.
