St Nicholas’ Educational Trust Studentship

The St Nicholas’ Educational Trust (registered charity no 228547) began life in 1847 as the Ragged Boys School, Newcastle, whose aims were "to enable poor children, living within the parish of St. Nicholas, to obtain a good education in order that they may earn an honest living".
In 1925 it moved to Axwell Park for open spaces and playing fields, and in 1957 became an Approved School. Axwell Park closed in 1983 and the Trust stopped providing education on site in 1995, but has been offering grants to young people to benefit their education ever since.
The Trust has now generously set up a studentship to help young people from Newcastle to attend Newcastle University with a bursary scheme. Four awards of £1,000 per year for three years will be made.
PLEASE NOTE: TO BE ELIGIBLE FOR AN AWARD YOU MUST:

Live within the city boundaries of Newcastle upon Tyne

AND

Have attended one of the University’s PARTNERS Schools in the city

AND

Be able to demonstrate that you have applied for the maximum student loan to which you are entitled

Award recipients will be expected to write thank you letters and annual progress reports to the St Nicholas’ Educational Trust; and will be invited to meet Trustees at an annual event.

GUIDELINES FOR APPLICANTS

Funding and Application Deadline

Funding for this studentship is generously provided by the St Nicholas’ Educational Trust to help students applying to Newcastle who are resident in the city of Newcastle upon Tyne, and for whom Higher Education may impose financial hardship. The Trust offers 4 of these studentships per academic year, each worth £1,000 for each of 3 years of study.  

Please note that you should not complete an application form until after you have accepted an offer of a place, either confirmed or insurance at Newcastle.

Applications must be returned by 8th September 2009 and a panel will meet to consider the applications after this. Scholarships will be awarded primarily on the basis of financial need and successful candidates will be paid in two instalments in November and March.
Eligibility

In order to be eligible for this scholarship you must:

• 
be an undergraduate ‘home student’ ordinarily resident in the UK and have accepted an offer of a full-time place at Newcastle University, starting in September 2009

▪  live within the city boundaries of Newcastle upon Tyne and  enter the university from one of our PARTNERS schools in the city of Newcastle upon Tyne; namely, All Saints College, Benfield School, Excelsior Academy (formerly West Gate College), Gosforth High School, Heaton Manor School, Kenton School, Newcastle College, Sacred Heart High School, St Cuthbert’s High School, St Mary’s RC Comprehensive, Walbottle Campus, Walker Technology College.

supply a personal statement to show evidence of financial need
• 
have applied for, or be in the process of applying for, the normal maximum Student Loan and Fees Loan to which you are entitled. 

Residency Requirements:

In order to be classed a ‘home’ student you must fall into one or more of the following categories:

• 
have been resident in the United Kingdom and Islands for three years prior to the start of your course and have settled status within the UK. You should not have been here solely for the purpose of education; 

• 
be the child or spouse of migrant workers who have been resident within the European Economic Area for the three years prior to the start of the course; 

• 
have refugee status; 

• 
have been granted exceptional leave to enter or remain or indefinite leave to remain by the Home Office (and have been resident in the United Kingdom and Islands for the three years prior to the start of the course); 

• 
have been granted indefinite leave to remain by the Home Office as a result of having made an asylum application before 1 July 1993 (and therefore have been resident in the United Kingdom and Islands for the 3 years prior to the start of the course).

· Covering letter with name, address, contact telephone number and name of  Partners school attended

· A personal statement on not more than two sides of A4 giving information of why you need the award, your reasons for applying for your course at Newcastle, and any other information you feel is relevant.

· copy of proof of entitlement to a student loan (schedule of payments from the Student Loan Company)
· copy of a Council Tax bill from Newcastle City council or other evidence of residency in the city.
· copy of your passport or birth certificate
