What is a Mailing List?

Mailing List is a service which allows groups of people with a common interest to communicate with each other.  You use your usual email system eg Microsoft Outlook to send a message to the list.  Everyone who has subscribed to the Mailing List then gets a copy of your message.  This means that you can send a message to a group of people as easily as you can to an individual.
