

University insurance for student expedition teams

Notes:
a) Newcastle University students taking part in officially endorsed student expeditions will be covered by the University’s travel insurance for the period of the expedition.
b) ‘Endorsed’ in what follows implies the possession of a letter of endorsement issued by the Chair of the University Expeditions Committee on behalf of Newcastle University.
c) Holiday periods associated with endorsed expeditions are not covered.  A holiday is classed as a journey away from the expedition location lasting more than three days (including travel time) or any journey that crosses an international border.
d) You must arrange your own travel insurance policy for any periods of holiday.  This should be done before you leave the UK and the policy must provide emergency repatriation cover back to the UK or your country of residence.  You should explain to the insurer that the primary reason for your journey overseas is to undertake your expedition.  Failure to do so may invalidate your holiday cover.
e) You must read the further information on the University website at the appropriate address below and abide by its advice in order for cover to operate fully.
f) Download hard copies of the advice given and take them with you.
