Serjeant Major Beer, {ecing what danger he muftop-
pofe, the Ammunition defigned for Glocefter by reafon
of fo firong a partie of the Enemies in the way, did
carefully retreat with it to Warwick back again,but not
to lie ftill when he had done. The.valiant Major would
firft veneure himfelf for the publick : before he ventured
the publick Ammunition , hee drew out a partie of rhie
forces defigned for the Convoy , and fell upon theene-
mies Quatters neer Cambden , the enemy in fhor rime
gave ground, our forces purfued., till ar [aft the Enc:gc.,
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ﬁu{itc divers of them throwing away their Armes for
afte.
