• Introduction 

The 2023 "Chinese Bridge" programme aims at promoting educational exchange 

between students of Chinese and UK schools. Participants get the chance to improve 

their Chinese language proficiency and have an in-depth understanding of Chinese 

culture. The programme is organized by China Centre for Language Education and 

Cooperation and co-organized by Xiamen University and Confucius Institute at 

Newcastle University. 

• Programme Details 

➢ Length: no more than 14 days (including arrival and departure time).  

➢ Content:  

1. Courses about Chinese language learning, Chinese history and culture 

courses (accounting for 60% of the programme) 

2. Rich and colorful exchange activities and visits to Chinese scenic spots and 

historical relics (accounting for 40% of the programme) 

➢ Funding: The ground expenses including accommodation, domestic 

transportation, and collective activities in China will be funded by the China 

Centre for Language Education and Cooperation. 

➢ Criteria: 

1. Age: between 14 and 30 

2. Background: students that are non-native Chinese speakers  

3. Chinese proficiency: Participants passed the HSK2 level/YCT3 level or above. 

4. Health condition: physically healthy enough for international travel  

5. Prior experiences: participants haven’t joined in this programme in the past 3 years.
